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COMMITTEE DESCRIPTIONS

Appropriations Committees — House and Senate

These committees consider the bills that provide
funding for federal programs. All federal spending
— other than entitlement programs — is done
by an appropriations bill. Key appropriations
subcommittees:

Agriculture, Rural Development, Food and
Drug Administration, and Related Agencies:
includes U.S. nutrition and agriculture pro-
grams, as well as international food aid.

State, Foreign Operations, and Related
Programs: includes all foreign aid (except
food aid), military aid, and export financing.

Labor, Health and Human Services, Education,
and Related Agencies: covers the funding
for all programs of those three departments,
including employment-related appropriations
and Head Start.

Budget Committees - House and Senate

These committees consider the annual budget
resolution, which sets ceilings in broad
categories of federal spending. Although the
budget resolution does not actually spend
money nor become law, it serves as a major
guideline for congressional appropriations
later in the year, and also for tax legislation.

Authorizing Committees
These committees write bills that establish
programs, set policy for spending, and set
spending ceilings. Here are some of the topics
covered by committees that are especially
important to Bread for the World:

House of Representatives:

Agriculture: agriculture policy, food stamps,
food aid.

Financial Services: Third World debt,
international development banks.

Education and Labor: child nutrition, minimum
wage, child care.

Foreign Affairs: foreign policy, foreign aid, food
aid, Third World debt, African affairs.

Rules: decides when bills can come to the
House floor, how long they can be debated,
whether amendments will be allowed.

Ways and Means: taxes, trade, welfare, Social
Security.

Senate:

Agriculture, Nutrition, and Forestry: agriculture
policy, food stamps, food aid, child nutrition.

Banking, Housing, and Urban Affairs: Third
World debt.

Finance: taxes, trade, welfare, Social Security.

Foreign Relations: foreign policy, foreign aid,
international development banks, Third World
debt, African affairs.

Health, Education, Labor, and Pensions:
minimum wage, employment and training,
Head Start.
